Introduction

Aboriginalcommunities have a proud and enduringconnectiontocricket.However, in recent
years, fewer young Aboriginal players have been joininglocal clubs.The Kambarang Cricket
Carnival aims to reignite that passion by offering a fast, fun, entry-level cricket format, inspired
by the excitement of the Big Bash League (BBL) and Women's Big Bash League (WBBL). This
carnival provides a culturally safe and inclusive space for Aboriginal youth to engage with
cricket in a way that's exciting and accessible,

Program Overview

Key community leaders acrosstargeted regional and metropolitan areas will support the
formation of both male and female teams. This initiative will increase opportunities for
Aboriginal youth and raise awareness of cricket as a sport they can enjoy and pursue.
The carnival is aimed at 12-17-year-olds, with games played in the Australian Cricket junior
format, specifically using an entry-level cricket format that mirrors the energy and
entertainment of BBL/WBBL matches. Each team will consist of 8-10 players, supported by a
Coach and Team Manager. Games will run for approximately 1 hour over two days, with all
equipment provided.
